U.S. Dentists Learn More About

Modern Dental Laboratory USA (MDL USA)
gathered leading dentists from across the world at the
inaugural World Dental Forum in Macau and
Shenzhen, China, from October 13-15, 2010.

Dental Laboratory (MDL Shenzhen), now the largest dental lab-
oratory in the world. Godfrey Ngai, MDL Shenzhen director and
CEO, walked attendees through the company’s transition from a
45-person Hong Kong laboratory in 1993 to the 3,000-employee
campus it is today. Ngai also took attendees through MDL
Shenzhenss licensed dental technology school.
